Saturday: The Iron Wall. Following the 1967 occupation of the West Bank and Gaza, more than 200
settlements & outposts have been built throughout historic Palestine, in violation of international law. This
film reveals how the construction of these settlements has been a cornerstone of Israeli policy, and
demonstrates how the Wall secures them as permanent and irreversible facts on the ground. Featured are
interviews with prominent Israeli and Palestinian peace activists, as well as Israeli settlers and soldiers, and
Palestinian farmers.

Sunday: Jerusalem: The East Side Story. This documentary exposes Israel’s policy to gain supremacy and
hegemony over Jerusalem and its inhabitants. Part of this policy is to drive Palestinian Muslims and
Christians out of the city: denying their presence, history, and ties to the land. Jerusalem is the key to peace:
without Jerusalem, there is no peace for anyone. The film includes interviews with Palestinian and Israeli
leaders, human rights activists and political analysts.
